It is embedded in
our culture to compare ourselves with others, as
individuals and as congregations. People tend to
think that those who hold particular positions or
roles are more, or less, important.

With the 20/20 vision
that hindsight and experience can bring, it oc-
curred to me that each and every disciple was im-
portant and significant, even if we knew little
about them.

The apostle Paul says in Romans 12:4-6, “For as
in one body we have many members, and not all
members have the same function, so we, who are
many, are one body in Christ, and individually we
are members of one another. We have gifts that
differ according to the grace given to us.” Just as
we cannot make sushi without the contributions of
many members, so too, we cannot make full use
of our calling as Christians, unless we each use
our gifts. For everyone counts!
