The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

Ireland’s Church Planter—St. Patrick

Who was St. Patrick? You scratch your head.  He 
drove the snakes out of Ireland? Wrong! He won a 
shamrock-plucking contest? Come on! He wore green 
before it was fashionable? Give me a break! Would 
the real St. Patrick please stand up? 
 
Patrick was born on the west coast of Britain about 
360 A.D. At the age of 16 he was kidnapped by Irish 
pirates and sold as a slave into the service of a local 
king.  On a rainy hillside tending sheep, he met the 
Lord and his faith was nurtured over the next several 
months.  He escaped, but God called  him to return to 
the Emerald Isle as a missionary. 

 
At that time, Druid priests, deep into black magic and 
the occult, held the island’s inhabitants in a lock-grip. 
Patrick challenged this demonic stronghold and won, 
but the victory was neither quick nor cheap.  He was 
imprisoned for months at a time, his only respite from 
the stress of the constant travel and hardship.  Yet one 
after another, tiny kingdoms would finally allow Pat-
rick to declare the good news of Jesus within their 
borders.  He baptized tens of thousands.  Hundreds of 
chapels were erected for the worship of Jesus all over 
Ireland. 
 
Who was Patrick? A saint of God who gave his life to 
help people know Jesus by starting mission churches.  
St. Patrick might feel more comfortable at newly-
planted church than even St. Peter’s Basilica.  After 
all, he was partial to the challenge and excitement of 
new churches.

Moderator’s Message 
 
Why a Capital Campaign.   At our Annual Congre-
gational Meeting in January, your Space Planning Com-
mittee shared the vision of a major Capital Campaign 
involving renovations to our gym.  The estimated cost is 
$1.3 million.  Our church founders constructed the gym 
nearly 50 years ago for approximately $200,000-- which 
in today’s construction dollars would be equivalent to 
$5 million.  The cost would have been higher were it not 
for the fact that the founders were actually involved in 
the construction.  This was truly a leap of faith by our 
members.  At the time, there were approximately 375 
children in the Sunday School classes, forcing the teach-
ers to find any available space outside--under trees and 
anywhere they could meet.  Those were exciting times 
when MVC served as a magnet for Manoa Valley chil-
dren and a haven to share God’s word.   
 
Fast forward 50 years and we are now in an information 
technology age.  We have become a society of consum-
ers focused on self-gratification.  Being a slave to our 
possessions is at the cost of losing our spirituality.  Our 
children are growing-up exposed to social networks on 
the internet like Twitter and Facebook, and calling/
texting each other on their cell phones.  What is lacking 
is the opportunity for them to learn about and experi-
ence God’s love--through the study of His word, the im-
portance of prayer and living a life that acknowledges 
God’s blessings and His grace.  Our younger generation 
is missing out on new highs that can be found in the 
joys God brings to our lives through the sharing of our 
gifts and service to others in need.  
 
We are also faced with the challenges of an aging popu-
lation here in Manoa Valley and in the wider commu-
nity.  Too many of our seniors live as shut-ins or are left 
alone while family members are away at work and 
school.  The need for a Day Program for seniors is para-
mount.  Making available craft activities, incorporating 
our line dancing and other fitness programs, sharing 
health information, and providing socialization opportu-
nities will add to the quality of their lives as well as, 
peace of mind for their families.      
 
Impact of Renovation Plans.  Recent audio visual im-
provements to our sanctuary has started MVC’s move 
into the information technology age to make our facili-
ties more inviting.  The planned gym renovation will 
enable us to expand the reach of our programs to serve 
the needs of our seniors, strengthen our child care pro-
grams, and grow our youth and young adult ministries.  

�
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We also want to improve the safety and convenience of the 
work environment for our employees. 
 
Specific plans include an ADA (Americans with Disabilities 
Act) compliant restroom, improved restroom facilities for our 
childcare programs, additional meeting/activity spaces on 
both levels of the gym, an elevator for accessibility to the sec-
ond floor to maximize facility use, and consolidation of staff 
offices for safety and better communication in daily opera-
tions.  These plans require that we take another leap of faith 
and commit our resources to make this dream come to frui-
tion.       
 
Importance of Tithing and Special Offerings.   I re-
cently attended a leadership event that featured a workshop 
on tithing.  Did you know that Jesus preached 17 sermons on 
stewardship?  His discussions about money numbered more 
that 2,100 times� more than almost any other topic.  The sub-
ject of tithing has become something that churches are reluc-
tant to talk about.  A more common practice is to limit dis-
cussions about tithing to once a year when pledges are re-
quested for budgeting purposes.  Our diverse cultures and our 
adverse views on the subject of money have negatively im-
pacted our response to solicitations.  We see ourselves as a 
community of givers that don’t need to be reminded.  An-
other major obstacle to our tithing that our attitude and cur-
rent practice creates is that members may look at their contri-
butions as giving to a budget rather than to fulfilling God’s 
mission.  There is also a general tendency to assume that as 
long as there are enough contributions to cover the budget, 
our own individual contributions are sufficient.  A little 
known fact is that in many church environments, as few as 
20% of the members account for up to 80% of the tithes.   
 
If we truly desire to serve God through radical outreach and 
mission, then we need to “step-up to the plate” and “give un-
til it feels good”.  One of the most frequently cited scripture 
verse on the subject of tithes is Jesus’ parable of the widow’s 
offering:   “Many rich people threw in large amounts.  But a 
poor widow came and put in two very small copper coins, 
worth only a fraction of a penny.  Calling his disciples to him, 
Jesus said, ‘I tell you the truth, this poor widow has put 
more into the treasury than all the others.  They all gave out 
of their wealth; but she, out of her poverty, put in everything-
--all she had to live on’.”  (Mark 12: 41-44)  Jesus is not sug-
gesting that we bankrupt ourselves.  He is most concerned 
about our spiritual health and well-being.  The measure for 
giving is to give until we feel spiritual fulfillment, as shared 
by the Apostle Paul:  “Whoever sows sparingly will also reap 
sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap gener-
ously.  Each man should give what he has decided in his 
heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God 
loves a cheerful giver.”  (2 Cor. 9:6-7) .

January 31 was MVC Day. Journey to the Son was 
blessed to see a video about the building of MVC from 
June 1965 to August 1967. The video was produced by 
Ruth Komatsu. (If you wish to see the video, please let 
us know.) Ruth’s house was on the empty church lot. 
Ruth was 5 or 6 years old when MVC was built and her 
family moved farther into the valley. MVC raised money 
($500,000, a huge amount) to build the church by having 
luaus – three seatings at a time, 13 pigs per imu. The 
members prepared all the food, including killing the 
chickens, cutting fish, making haupia and lomi salmon.  
 
MVC was built by church members, members of the 442 
and friends of the church on Saturdays and Sundays over 
two years. These were not professional tradesmen but 
ordinary people. Carpenters from Colman Izu’s con-
struction company did the major work during the week. 
Masaji Yamashita, surveyor, positioned the four piers 
that support the sanctuary. When the pre-fab steel beams 
were lifted into place, they fit perfectly. Praise God! The 
women helped, too, by cooking lunch for the workers, 
painting, and even mixing cement! The pews were built 
by hand. With God watching over them, no one was in-
jured. What an accomplishment and testament of faith! 
 
Reggie Tamashiro, Ruth Komatsu, Lauren Kawachi, and 
Ken Chun shared how things were at MVC in the “old 
days”. Ruth’s father used to pick up the children in the 
valley in his truck to take them to Sunday School. There 
were 350 Sunday School children back then and two 
Sunday School times. Sunday School classes met 
“everywhere” in the gym. Lauren remembers memoriz-
ing scripture, one per week. 
 
On Feb. 7, the children made Valentine critters out of 
various heart shapes. Thanks to Joanne Funasaki, Belle 
Murashige (parent), Jan Khil and Ann Haioka for lead-
ing the lesson.
