The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

Caring for our Keiki and Kupuna 

 
Over the past few months you have been hearing and 
reading about the Manoa Valley Church Capital Cam-
paign. The vision is to modernize our facilities to meet 
the needs of our childcare programs and our aging con-
gregation. Highlights of our improvements include: 

·     Increasing the number of toilets from two to 
four in the preschool and after school care 
rooms for the 40 preschool students and 100 
after school care students. 

·     Making the primary adult bathrooms ADA 
compliant. 

·     Installing a pass-through in the kitchen so food 
can be passed to the breezeway.  

·     Installing an elevator so that the second floor 
will be accessible to the elderly. 

·     Consolidating the staff offices on the second 
floor to improve efficiency, communication and 
safety. 

 
The plans have been drawn and the membership has 
given its approval. Now it’s time for everyone to take 
part in the project. On Easter Sunday we will kick off a 
five-year pledge campaign. Our goal is to raise $1.3 
million dollars through your pledges, foundation grants 
and other fund raising. Please look for the pledge form 
in the mail and prayerfully consider your support of this 
project that will move MVC into the 21st century.

Manoa Manao 
 
And they’re off!  Scores of children will sprint from the 
starting line to the church yard, baskets in hand, search-
ing for candy-filled plastic eggs hidden in the grass.  It 
is the Annual Manoa Valley Church Easter Egg Hunt.  It 
is all good (and tasty) fun. While the origins of Easter 
Eggs and Easter Egg Hunts lie in pagan antiquity, Chris-
tians through the ages have co-opted such symbols to 
point us to greater spiritual truths. This year as we listen 
to the story of the first Easter morning as recorded in 
John, we hear of people running around and hunting for 
something as well.  
 
The story opens with Mary Magdalene, awake and al-
ready at the tomb while it is still dark out.  Noticing 
something is amiss �  the stone has been removed,- she 
runs all the way to Simon Peter and the disciple whom 
Jesus loved (and isn’t that an interesting detail to in-
clude in the Bible!).  She tells them what she found, and 
they take off running together to the tomb.  John tells us 
that the disciple Jesus loved outruns Peter (another fas-
cinating detail) and gets to the tomb first.  He bends 
down to look in, �  sees the linen wrappings, but doesn’t 
go in.  And then Peter, huffing and puffing, catches up, 
and enters the tomb, where he, too, finds nothing but the 
grave clothes �  rolled neatly up. The guys go back 
home, empty-handed.  But Mary, having returned to the 
tomb stands outside weeping. It is then that she encoun-
ters two angels seated in the tomb, and then Jesus, who 
instructs her to tell his brothers that she has seen him.  
While John doesn’t say so, I imagine her sprinting all 
the way to the grieving friends with a heart ready to 
burst for joy. 
 
As we were preparing to serve communion in February, 
a three-year-old boy came into the sanctuary from child 
care.  Throwing decorum to the wind, he sprinted up the 
aisle to the table, ready and excited to eat and drink. 
Children instinctively know to run and not walk when 
something good is just out of reach.  That is why they 
will sprint from the starting line to hunt for Easter Eggs, 
and why they run into the arms of their parents and 
grandparents after a separation.  



We practice radical hospitality by preparing and serv-
ing food, and providing a place for all to be welcome.  
We practice Intentional Faith development from the 
Preschool Ministry, After School Ministry, Sunday 
School and Adult Bible Studies, as we learn from 
each other and grow in knowing how God’s love sus-
tains us. This love of God is expressed in your pas-
sionate worship each Sunday morning and as I say 
Aloha to you, remember the meaning of Aloha. Aloha 
means hello, goodbye, affection, peace, compassion 
and mercy. God will continue to bless you always 
with aloha so all will experience the Spirit of God 
breathing life in all that you do giving Glory to God 
always.

Moderator’s Message 
 
Capital Campaign.  Our fundraiser for the renovation of 
our Family Life Center, a.k.a. gym starts, on Easter  
Sunday, April 4th and ends on Pentecost Sunday, May 23rd.  
You should have received your pledge cards and a cover 
letter from Pastor Anne with more details on the capital 
campaign very appropriately named:  “Building for the 
Future:  Caring for our Keiki and Kupuna” .  The focus 
of the renovation is on improving our pre-school/after 
school care programs and to also address the need for a 
full-time Day Program for seniors.  With its additional 
classroom space, elevator, multi-purpose rooms, consolida-
tion of office staff, and improved ADA restroom facilities, 
the improvements will directly benefit ALL members, em-
ployees and community users.  Much groundwork has al-
ready been laid by your Space Planning and Capital Cam-
paign Committees, along with your Senior Pastor and 
Trustees.  However, the key to implementing this plan is 
your commitment to fund this renovation.  We are also at-
tempting to supplement your tithes with several planned 
grant requests and corporate foundation solicitations, the 
first  of which was submitted in late March. 
 
Although we have had ongoing Building Fund Campaigns, 
those funds have been specifically allocated for the mainte-
nance of our existing facilities. This is the only capital 
campaign that has been initiated since the sanctuary and 
gym were constructed in 1967.  As a testament to their 
faith, our founders and members were able to raise over 
$400,000 in a six year period to start construction.  This 
remarkable achievement was done at a time when our Fed-
eral Minimum Wage rate ranged from $1.00/hr (1958) to 
$1.25/hr (1964).  Our gym facilities are now outmoded for 
current users and inadequate to address the growing needs 
of our church membership and the community we serve.  
Please search your hearts through prayerful meditation and 
give what you feel reflects your spiritual fulfillment--in 
gratitude for the blessings that God has bestowed upon 
your life.    
 
Associate Pastor Search Committee.  Your Council ap-
proved the establishment of an Ad Hoc Search Committee 
to fill the Associate Pastor position on a permanent basis.  
The following members responded to God’s call to under-
take this mission:  Carolyn Okinaga, Maizie Okimoto, 
Kathy Lee, Gary Archuleta, Shelby Hamada, Keoni 
Williams and Ryan Wong.  The committee had its orien-
tation meeting with Associate Conference Minister Diane 
Weible in mid-March to commence the search process.  As 
an interim measure, the Pastoral Relations Committee has 
been meeting with Pastor Anne to provide a lay or pastoral 
assistant.  A proposed revised 2010 budget from the Trus-
tees allocates funding for this temporary position, subject 
to congregational approval.  

�
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Bylaws Committee.  An Ad Hoc Bylaws Committee was 
also approved by your Council with the following members 
agreeing to serve:  Rod Chamberlain, facilitator/secretary, 
Susy Gaffney, Susan Yamamoto, and myself.  The commit-
tee met twice in March to define its role and the areas in the 
Bylaws that will be reviewed for addition/amendment.  Any 
recommended changes will be submitted to the Council for 
review before final congregational approval at the Fall Con-
gregational Meeting in October.  A key motivator for the By-
laws review was the Council’s recognized need for a youth 
representative with voting privileges on the Council.  A voice 
for our youth in the governance of MVC is long overdue and 
will provide a needed perspective in our efforts to focus on 
growing our youth and family ministries.  More information 
will be provided as our work unfolds.

      Good News Jail and Prison Ministry 

 
I am a part of the Good News Jail and Prison Ministry. Some people in our congregation have asked me to 
share some stories about what we experience with that outreach.  Basically we are engaged in fund raising 
to provide chaplains to the prisons to minister to the inmates and staff.  Our goal is to lead souls to Christ 
through our chaplains and to effect a change in the lives of these people so that once they exit the system 
they don’t re-enter it but instead be re-united with their families and become productive citizens in our so-
ciety.  We believe that if there is a change in heart there will be a change in behavior.   
 
While we do fundraising, we also seek to connect with the inmates through providing worship services on 
a quarterly basis in the prison facilities.  For example, on Friday, Dec. 18 some members of the Good 
News Jail and Prison Ministry President’s Council, church volunteers, and members of  Palisades Baptist 
Church participated in an evening worship service at Waiawa Correctional Facility (minimum & commu-
nity facility).  It was an outdoor praise service which I will never forget.  It felt as if the roof was being 
raised by the inspired singing of the inmates.  Two of the inmates had brought their guitars and led the 
singing of praise songs and Christmas carols.  All hands were being raised giving glory to God for his 
grace and mercy.  The song leaders sounded very professional and the singing sounded unbelievably like 
one voice.  You could see that the spirits of the inmates were lifted up, feeling positive and lovingly re-
flecting the spirit of Christmas. The volunteers had generously brought bags of homemade cookies and the 
abundance just floored the prisoners.  Ernest Lum, Tim Gruber, Miles Kotoshirodo had shared their testi-
monies and messages.  The message was to seek God first in your life and all things will be added unto 
you.  We all left blessed by the joy we experienced.   
 
As a side note, the President’s Council and some friends went on a trolley ride the following Saturday to 
see the Christmas City Lights.  Afterwards we went out for dinner. I noticed that a young lady jumped 
onto her father’s lap (one of the members in our group, a former prisoner) while seated in the restaurant 
waiting lounge.  She was probably college age.  It wasn’t a usual picture; one would normally see little, 
younger kids hopping onto their Dad’s lap, not bigger older ones.  But I was guessing that she was proba-
bly making up for lost time when he was not around in the past but now she was rejoicing in his return to 
family life as a changed man.   I learned that her father re-entered “civilian life” after serving time in 
prison but during that time he found Christ and made a commitment to turn his life around.  This gentle-
man is now back in society, a loving family man and a working taxpayer. He was transformed!  
In 2 Corinthians 5:17 it says “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the 
new has come!”  Come and see what Christ has done. To God be the Glory!

These are some of the youth’s reactions:  “Both my parents work two jobs, my brother and I practically raise 
ourselves so it’s hard to see God without people like you to show us”;  “I enjoy my sport activities because I 
love the challenges but now I realize God gave me this gift and I need to play for Him”;  “I realize that seek-
ing God is an every day thing”; “I need to dedicate my schooling to God so I can become who he wants me 
to be.”   
 
Manoa Valley Church, we don’t have to look very far to do Radical Hospitality, Outreach and Missions, it is 
right here in our backyard.  Let’s open our eyes, hearts and minds, and reach out to our neighbors and be 
more like Jesus.  P.S.  You can experience “Jesus’ Passion” through transformation stations on Good Friday, 
April, 2nd from 12 noon to 3.
