The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

Manoa Manao 

 
The winds blowing down from the mountains through 
Manoa Valley in the month of April were incredibly 
powerful.  On Easter evening, a large branch of one of 
the olive trees near the Christian Life Center broke off – 
falling thankfully onto the lawn and not onto a person or 
the building.  It isn’t easy to fight strong winds!   

 
One of the things I do to stay centered and healthy is 
swimming.  And whenever I get the opportunity, I head 
down to Ala Moana Beach to swim.  I’ve noticed two 
things about swimming in the ocean.  First, because of 
the saltwater, I am more buoyant.  And that means that I 
put less effort into staying afloat than I do when swim-
ming at Manoa Pool.  Second, it is much easier to swim 
with the wind, than against the wind.  On calm days, it 
takes me the same time to swim Ewa as it does to return 
Diamond Head.  But when the trade winds are blow-
ing �  it always takes longer swimming against the wind.   
 

That is reflective of our spiritual lives as well.  When I 
let myself be immersed in God’s care, I find that I am 
also more buoyant.  God’s love and support hold me 
up �  so that I don’t have to struggle and work nearly as 
hard.  God keeps me afloat!  But when I take a dip into 
doing things my own way (more often than I want to 
admit), I find myself sinking faster, and working harder 
to stay above the water.  And when I let the wind of the 
God’s Spirit direct my actions, things sure do go better! 
   
May 23 is Pentecost Sunday �  the day that the Church 
celebrates the gift of the coming of the Holy Spirit.

Moderator’s Message 
 
Capital Campaign.  On Pentecost Sunday, May 23rd, 
our fundraising campaign for the renovation of our Fam-
ily Life Center will conclude.  However, this is not the 
end of the campaign.  We will be assessing the pledge 
amounts received, and continuing efforts to solicit foun-
dation and corporate grant assistance.  (See article from 
Capital Campaign Committee.)   Your Board of Trus-
tees members have concluded that attempting to com-
plete the renovation in two (or more) phases will likely 
mean that the latter phases will not be completed due to 
rising construction costs.  What this means is that a con-
struction loan will be needed to complete the project.  
Although we have no mortgage on our buildings and 
land, the main question for lenders is our ability to 
“service the loan”, i.e., pay the monthly mortgage note.  
Your pledge amount will be critical in assessing the 
level of commitment member have made to this cam-
paign and will also determine the loan amount to be ap-
proved by the lender.  Approximately 50% of our mem-
bers are over 65 years of age.  The need for a Senior 
Day Activity Center is paramount for our members and 
the larger Manoa community.  Our preschool and after 
school care ministries have been a vital source of church 
membership in the past and will continue to provide a 
primary source for future growth.  Now is the time to 
step to the plate with your pledge.  In spite of the fact 
that we are experiencing a recession that is expected to 
last longer than any we have experienced since the 
Great Depression of 1929-33, a bright star in this econ-
omy is the fact that loan rates are at an all-time low.  In 
these tough times, David’s psalm serves as a reminder to 
us.  “Even though I walk through the valley of the 
shadow of death, I will fear no evil for you are with me, 
your rod and your staff, they comfort me.”  (Psalm 23:4)  
We are starting on a journey filled with uncertainty and 
challenges.  Have faith.  God is with us. 
 
Special Congregational Meeting.  A special Congrega-
tional Meeting has been planned for Sunday, June 13 
following the 9:00 am summer worship service.  The 
proposed agenda is the approval of a balanced 2010 
budget, providing an update on the Capital Campaign 
and completion of a performance evaluation for the re-
newal of Pastor Anne’s Call.  Other updates will also be 
provided on the status of the Associate Pastor Search 
Committee, Interim Search Committee for a temporary 
associate pastor, and groundwork being laid out by the 
Bylaws Committee. 
 
Interim Associate Pastor Search Committee.  Pastor 
Anne has called Kelvin Hamada, Harry Murakami,  

�
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and me to serve on a committee to fill an interim pastoral po-
sition.  Since the Associate Pastor Search Committee may 
take a year or more to find a permanent replacement, the in-
terim position is needed to assist with Christian education, the 
youth and family ministries,   worship service, and duties re-
quiring an ordained minister.  During the absence of the Sen-
ior Pastor, temporary measures have been undertaken to pro-
vide worship service and a part-time ordained minister when 
needed.  The Board of  Deacons will continue to serve as the 
front line for support services on behalf of Pastor Anne. 
 
Bylaws Committee.  Since the bylaws function as MVC’s 
operating manual, the focus of the committee has been to re-
visit the overall governance of the church by examining our 
bylaws as they relate to what we are currently doing.  For ex-
ample, we have many committees that do not function as de-
scribed in the bylaws.  A recommendation of the UCC By-
laws template is to move toward a more workable number of 
10 voting members on the Council.  (There are currently 16 
officers and committee representatives).  By moving from a 
committee structure to a ministry model, all existing commit-
tees can be restructured under four ministry boards.  These 
boards will be consistent with MVC’s mission statement 
which uses the acronym RIP� Radical Hospitality, Inten-
tional Faith Development and Passionate Worship.  The min-
istry boards being proposed are Worship, Faith Development, 
Hospitality and Outreach, and Administration and Support.  
The 10 voting members of the Council would consist of the 
five officers, a youth representative elected by the congrega-
tion, and the four ministry board representatives.  One or  
both pastoral staff members would serve as ex-officio mem-
bers.  It is clear that several conversations are needed before 
moving to such a model.  One of these is a workshop to re-
view the proposed governance changes to the bylaws.  There 
will be other opportunities for church members to review and 
respond to these potential changes before finalizing them for 
membership approval at the Fall Congregational meeting.  
One of the goals of this proposed structure is to reduce the 
number of committee meetings and allow more individuals to 
actually participate in ministry.  More to follow as the com-
mittee’s work continues to unfold to the glory of God.

year period.  Thus far, we have received $173,646 in pledges and donations. 
·     Submitted our first grant proposal to the Atherton Family Foundation to receive funding for the project. 
·     Researched and identified other funding sources that provide capital grants for renovation projects. 

 
In the next few weeks the Committee will continue to submit grant requests to various foundations and organiza-
tions and send out campaign literature to community leaders and businesses.  Currently we are working on propos-
als to the First Hawaiian Bank Foundation and the Bank of Hawaii Charitable Foundation.  For the BOH Charita-
ble Foundation, we need to identify any MVC members who are employees of that bank.  If you have an employ-
ment connection to BOH or you have connections to other funding sources, please e-mail Pastor Anne at pas-
tor@manoavalleychurch.org.
