The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

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It’s a free country!  Ever hear this phrase used?  I recall conversations as an adoles-
cent in which my friends and I directed this phrase (usually to our parents and 
school officials) to justify why we should be able to do anything we wanted.

It was also used as a way to say “yes” to a simple request (often laced with an edge 
of sarcasm).  “Mind if I sit here (at this table with all you really cool kids)?”  “It’s a 
free country.” 
 
And it was also used as a way to say that an impossible goal could be achieved.  
“You can be president when you grow up �  after all, it’s a free country.” 
 
Of course, we teens didn’t want to deal with the responsibilities that went along 
with freedom.  For freedom isn’t free…freedom is purchased with a price, and con-
tinued at a cost. 
 
As those of us in the USA celebrate our political freedom on Independence Day 
this July 4th, we who are followers of Christ need to remember that our ultimate 
freedom �  freedom from being hopelessly stuck in sin, freedom from the impossi-
ble task of being good enough to earn our way into heaven, and freedom to love 
and to give and to forgive not only to those we like �  but to those we consider our 
enemies. The symbols of our freedom are a cup and loaf, a basin and towel, a cross 
and a tomb.  

 
“For freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore, and do not submit again 
to a yoke of slavery.  For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters; only do 
not use your freedom as an opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love be-
come slaves to one another. For the whole law is summed up in a single command-
ment, ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ If, however, you bite and devour 
one another, take care that you are not consumed by one another.” 
(Galatians 5:1, 13-15).

In this month in which the USA celebrates it’s inde-
pendence as a nation, I am reminded of a moment in the 
movie, Invictus.  The setting is in the first months fol-
lowing the end of apartheid in South Africa.  The movie 
follows the interactions between the rugby team fighting 
for a place in the World Cup (played in South Africa), 
and Nelson Mandela (played by Morgan Freedman). 
Matt Damon, who plays the part of the captain of the 
South African rugby team Springboks, has received a 
copy of the poem, Invictus (a short Victorian poem by 
the English poet William Ernest Henley written in 1875) 
from Mandela. Invictus means “unconquered” in Latin. 
The words of the poem sustained Mandela during his 
years of imprisonment, and provide the inspiration for 
Springboks. The final lines of the poem read: I am the 
master of my fate: I am the captain of my soul. 
 
As Christians, we have been given the greatest freedom 
of all �  the freedom of choice.  When we chose God, we 
are free to worship God at all times and in all places, in 
the midst of the worst of circumstances. It is that free-
dom of choice �  and the choice to choose God rather 
than despair �  that sustains us in difficult times. It is a 
freedom that anyone and everyone can have �  no matter 
where you live or who you are. It is a gift of grace, not 
works, so we are freed from living in fear of rejection by 
God.  It is a freedom that no one and nothing can take 
that away from us.   
 
This July 4th �  while we celebrate our nation’s inde-
pendence �  let’s remember that while political freedom 
is a wonderful ideal that people in many countries 
throughout the world have fought and died for, we are 
only truly free in Christ.

ess.  And starting the rice cooking at 4:30 in the morn-
ing instead of 5:00 in the morning gave us that extra 
time for the rice to be prepared and available for the 
rollers.  All in all, we made 1,075 rolls of sushi, netting 
the church approximately $4,000, work well done to 
God’s glory. 

 
For the chicken sale, instead of selling half-chicken, we 
sold whole chicken this time.  We decided to sell whole 
chicken because of the higher net profit in ordering a 
whole chicken cooked versus having two half-chicken 
cooked.  Not knowing how many whole chicken people 
would order, we were pleasantly surprised by the turn-
out of the sales.  However, we could only accommodate 
those who turned in their payments before the pick up 
time on Saturday. 
 
Unfortunately, we had to turn away people who did not 
turn in payments earlier and walk-ins as well; we had 
the obligation of fulfilling pre-orders first. 
 
Again, due to your generosity, the church netted ap-
proximately $8,200, fulfilling most of the pre-orders.  
This was the most money we made from the chicken 
sale. 
 
We will continue to pursue other ways to raise funds, 
but from what I observed this time around, the annual 
Spring Chicken and Sushi Sale remains strong.

Special Congregational Meeting.   At the Special Con-
gregational Meeting held on Sunday, June 13t,h , the con-
gregation approved a motion to amend the 2010 MVC 
operating budget to a balanced budget.  This action fol-
lowed an initial request from the Capital Campaign 
Committee (CCC) to the Board of Trustees, with ap-
proval by the Council.  Historically, the operating 
budget has always been a challenge budget where ex-
penses were projected to exceed revenue.  The expecta-
tion was that the members would respond to meet the 
shortfall.  For the past five (5) calendar years, member-
ship pledges and donations have exceeded the revenue 
projections resulting in end-of-year budget surpluses.  
The solicitation of grants from private trusts and corpo-
rate foundations constitute approximately 20% of the 
funds needed to renovate our Christian Life Center, a.k.
a., gym.  It was evident to the CCC that trusts and foun-
dations would be reluctant to give to organizations that 
appear to be operating in the negative.  As a result, an 
amended 2010 balanced budget was approved.   
 
A second motion was also approved by the congrega-
tion to authorize the Board of Trustees to commence the 
process of securing a mortgage loan for the construction 
renovation to the Christian Life Center.  The Trustees 
had earlier determined that planning and constructing 
the renovation in phases would be more costly and re-
duce the likelihood of completion.  With the slowdown 
in the construction industry and the historically low in-
terest rates on loans, the recommendation of the Board 
was to move ahead with funding the entire renovation 
plan.  Although over $360,000 has been pledged or do-
nated, with grant requests pending, a loan to fund the 
construction is still needed.  The initial assumption of 
the CCC was that revenue raised through pledges, dona-
tions and grants would be supplemented by a construc-
tion loan (using the land and buildings as assets) to fund 
the balance needed to complete the planned renovation.  
However, from preliminary discussions with a loan offi-
cer, it was clear that the lending institutions are more 
concerned about how MVC planned to “service” the 
loan, i.e., pay the monthly mortgage.  Banks are not in 
the business to foreclose on properties.  Proof of income 
over and above the pledges used to fund our daily opera-
tions is needed.  The pledges/donations received will 

�
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likely be treated as the additional income source to service 
the loan.  The Trustees and CCC will be exploring loan and 
funding options with the lending institutions.  The CCC will 
also be following-up with UCC Judd St. for insights on how 
they funded their $2 million renovation of their sanctuary and 
pre-school playground.  Your continued prayers are needed 
for God’s guidance and wisdom on how we secure the fund-
ing for our renovation plans. 
 
Other information  shared with the members included an up-
date from the permanent and interim Associate Pastor Search 
Committees, a timeline and information on the process for the 
renewal of call for Pastor Anne, and an update on MVC’s 
participation as a Red Cross emergency shelter.  Also shared 
was the planned retreat for the Council, boards and commit-
tee members to review proposed changes to the MVC Bylaws 
scheduled for Saturday, June 26.  (I must apologize for ex-
tending an open invitation to all members without prior con-
sultation with the Bylaws Committee.)  The proposed amend-
ments are very substantive, and the Council, committee chairs 
and members will need time to review the changes to flesh-
out how these amendments will impact the way they conduct  
business in their respective boards and committees.  Once a 
consensus has been reached on the changes, we will give you 
an opportunity to review the proposed amendments.  Your 
approval is needed to effect any changes to the bylaws, and 
this vote will take place at the Fall Congregational Meeting.

Praise God from whom all blessings flow!  We are three months into our Capital Campaign and we have great news 
to report.  Our pledge drive, which began in April and concluded in late May, has surpassed our expectations.  The 
committee originally projected membership pledges at $300,000.  Thus far, 96 people/families have pledged or made 
outright donations totaling $368,979 for the campaign.  If you haven’t submitted your pledge, it’s not too late. 
Although we have reached our initial projected goal, we would like to encourage every member to give something to 
the campaign.  The more money we can raise through our pledges and donations, the less money we will need to bor-
row from the bank to complete the renovation project. 
 
There’s also encouraging news regarding our grant applications to various foundations.  Earlier this Spring the com-
mittee submitted grant proposals to the Atherton Family Foundation and the Kosasa Foundation.  We recently re-
ceived a positive response and a check for $10,000 from the Kosasa Foundation (ABC Stores) for our project.  We 
are grateful to the foundation for its generous support which will enable the Church to extend our ministry and ser-
vices to the wider community.
