The first settlers in America landed in December of 1620, in 
Massachusetts, and within one month, 10 out of 17 fathers and husbands 
who were on that ship, the Mayflower, died.  Within a couple of months, 
only four of the mothers and wives were alive out of the first 17 couples, 
and by Easter, almost half of the pilgrims had died.  They landed in the 
middle of winter without provisions, without shelter, and that took a toll. 
It took a huge toll and yet in 1621 they celebrated, and they gave thanks 
to God.  It was amazingly difficult those first years. 
 
On another continent, about 25 years later, there was a Lutheran pastor 
named Martin Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony, and it was 
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.  Eilenberg was a walled city 
that was surrounded by Swedes, and there were 800 homes burned, and 
the people within suffered from the plague, from starvation, and it got to 
the point where the pastors themselves started to die, and Martin 
Rinchart was the only pastor left.  He was conducting 50 funerals a day, 
can you imagine? Fifty funerals a day. He buried over 5,000 people that 
year, including his own wife.  When the war ended a year later, he sat 
down, and listen to the words that he penned:   
“Now thank we all our God, with heart and hands and voices,  
Who wondrous things has done, I whom this world rejoices;  
Who from our mothers’ arms has blessed us on our way  
With countless gifts of love, and still is ours today. 
 
This was a man who know horrors beyond all we can think and imagine, 
getting on his knees and leading people in praise and thanks to our God.

While I have no desire to give up my Smart Phone for the New Year, I do admit to 
missing the days when I would open a newly purchased date book around the 1st of 
January and look at an entire year of unscheduled hours and days. All the white 
space, which would by year’s end be filled with activities, provided an empty can-
vas upon which a new year and new choices could be inked.  From the perspective 
of January 1st, time seems to stretch out ahead of us.  It is easy to put off decisions, 
to procrastinate about assignments, to leave until tomorrow tasks that can be done 
today.   
 
For the first few months of 2012, we will be focusing on the Gospel of Mark.  One 
of the characteristics of Mark’s Gospel is the sense of immediacy, of urgency, of 
action now – in this present moment.  You will find the word immediately used 27 
times in 16 chapters.  Today, now, seem to be terribly important to Jesus in Mark.   
 
And Today will be our theme for January and February.  Discipleship isn’t simply 
about learning how to live as followers of Jesus.  Discipleship is living as followers 
of Jesus. Each and every day, in small and in big ways, we have opportunities to 
live out the good news right now.   
 
Epiphany occurs on January 6. It means “to show” or to “make known” or to 
“reveal.”  In the church, it is the day in which we remember the coming of the wise 
men bringing gifts to the Christ child, and thus revealing Jesus to the world as Sav-
ior.  Epiphany focuses our thoughts in two directions.  First, on an individual level, 
how is Jesus being revealed in our own lives, and how does that change us?  Sec-
ond, on a corporate scale, how is Jesus being revealed in the world and how are we 
to act in light of that revelation?  May our eyes be opened and our hearts attuned to 
Jesus’ revelation this month.  I pray that we will follow Jesus’ teachings with ur-
gency, today.

One of these children became the author’s memorable 
mother who was portrayed in an earlier book which the 
Book Club has read. 
 
Members and friends of MVC are encouraged to attend 
this meeting even if you have been unable to read the 
novel.  We would welcome you and you might be sur-
prised when you learn that, perhaps, one of your past 
relatives experienced similar trials.  It seems important 
that somehow, we have some knowledge of our past be-
cause we stand on the shoulders of those who have  
lived and struggled so that we now can enjoy a fuller 
life.

The New Year is upon us again. I hope that the Christ-
mas season blessed you profoundly. The beginning of a 
new year is a good time to reflect, to look back on the 
past year and see what has been done. To praise God for 
the good things that have happened and to raise our con-
cerns to Him over the struggles we faced. Some of us 
faced profound and surprising loss this year. Others ex-
perienced birth and new life in their families. As a 
church we saw members pass and new people join our 
congregation. Teenagers were baptized.  
 
As part of the board of Christian Education, I was able 
to see the development of philosophy of Christian Edu-
cation and got to see it begin to be implemented in our 
programs. People have begun to ask why we are doing 
the things we do, wondering if what we are doing is the 
best way we can serve God. I regard these questions as 
one of my biggest accomplishments this year. Not eve-
rything that we attempted this year was a flying success. 
Some ideas never got past the drawing board. Some 
never seemed to get the support that we hoped they 
would. That is okay, we must learn from our mistakes. 
We must move on to new things. 

 
With the Christmas season past us, there is certainly a 
sense that life should be returning to normal. But we 
never get to decide what is normal. God decides what is 
normal, and we follow him where He leads. He does call 
us to do hard things, to change our ways. But in the af-
termath of Christmas we cannot forget that God has 
taken human form. The birth of Christ celebrates God 
taking on human flesh, of us discovering that God can 
indeed know what it is to be human. It was a permanent 
change; Christ is still just as human today as he was on 
the day he was born. We can get swept up in the holiday 
spirit and find that the changes we make pass just as 
quickly as the holidays. But if our choices to change - to 
be more hospitable, to grow closer to God, to worship 
him wholeheartedly �  if those changes are rooted in-
stead in a desire to be more like Christ, then we have a 
hope that the changes can stick, just as Christ’s choice 
to be human endures for all time.

After we introduced ourselves, there was a time of uneasy 
silence which was broken by the smiles of a four-year old 
boy, who brought some bookmarks for us. After I hugged 
him, I asked his mother at the registration desk if I could 
take a picture of him.  Her smiling response gave us con-
fidence to then reach out to converse and interact with the 
other families waiting their turn for conferencing. Singing 
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Singing Christmas carols led by Ron Lee with his  
guitar promoted a more relaxed and warmer environ-
ment. 
   
We were touched by the innocence of the young chil-
dren ranging from infancy to age 8.  Susanne  
Shimabukuro had baked gingerbread cookies for the 
children to decorate with enjoyment.
